A Spring Walk at Lemoine Point
Saturday, May 24th, 1-3 pm

Please join us to explore Lemoine Point, its ecology and the interesting conservation projects being
conducted by the Friends. This walk is for you!

Enjoy a self-guided walk along a circular 1.5 km route leaving from and returning to the North Parking
Lot. There will be six stations, or special points of interest, to visit. At each location there will be an
interpreter who is knowledgeable about conservation, biology, wildflowers and other special aspects of
Lemoine Point.

The Stations will focus on:
= Wildflowers: two experts help you look for and learn about our wildflowers.

Marsh Life:  a biologist who specializes in wetlands will have some intriguing facts to share with you.

Managing the Forest: a hands-on demonstration of how a forest is inventoried and how to use that
information to form a management prescription for that forest community.

Invasive Species: an explanation and demonstration of our work to control plants that are choking
out wildflowers and other native plants.

Native Plant Nursery: learn about its operation and successes. Go inside the fence to see the trees
and plants that are being grown from seeds and cuttings collected at Lemoine Point.

Reforestation: see the results of the Friends’ first reforestation project planted in 2001 and hear about
plans for ongoing forestry projects.

Note: At 2 pm, for those unable to walk on trails and fields, there will be a guided walk along the
wheelchair accessible road south of the parking lot. We will look for wildflowers, invasive species, etc.,
at a pace geared to participants.
